o isteaching in the field of discipline of his/her certification.

e Whether the child is provided services by teacher assistants and, if so, their qualifications.

In addition, ESSA requires all schools that receive Title I funds to notify parents when their
children are being taught by a teacher who has not met North Carolina licensure requirements.
Union County Public Schools is committed to providing quality instruction for all students by
employing the most qualified individuals to teach and support each student in the classroom.

Lastly, in compliance with the requirements of ESSA, we would like to inform you that you may
request and be provided with information about any state or local educational agency policy
regarding student participation in any assessments mandated by the state or local educational
agency.
